Dear Mr. Patterson:

Community Development Department staff reviewed your request for Master Plan
Modification 00957042-PMPC to expand the existing service yard located at 15101 City
of Hope to include additional trash compactors to support the City of Hope Cancer
Center within the Five Point Gateway Campus located in District 3 of Planning Area 51.

The Five Point Gateway Campus was originally approved by the Irvine City Council
August 12, 2014 via Resolution No. 14-94 (Case No. 00604084-PMP). The original
project approval was for a 2,000,000-square-foot research and development (R&D)
campus containing eight total buildings with administrative relief for parking and an
alternative setback. In December 2015, the Director of Community Development
approved Minor Modification 00649002-PMP to reconcile building square footage within
the Campus.

On March 20, 2018, a second master plan modification (File No. 00730820-PMP) was
approved by the Director of Community Development to:
e Reduce the project square footage from 2,000,000 square feet to 1,039,021
square feet;
e Reduce the project from eight buildings to four buildings by retaining Buildings 1,
4, 5, and 7 and eliminating Buildings 2, 3, 6, and 8 and three parking structures
from the project site; and
e Add surface parking and landscaping to areas previously intended for the
removed buildings.

On December 19, 2019, the Planning Commission approved the third master plan
modification (File No. 00800835-PMP) for the project site to allow Building 5 to be
converted into an 189,064-square-foot out-patient cancer center with parking provided

in a nearby five-level parking structure containing 1,960 parking spaces to support the
first phase of the City of Hope hospital project.

On June 4, 2021, a fourth master plan modification (File No. 00836468-PMPC) was
approved by the Director of Community Development to modify the parking structure
from five levels with 1,960 parking spaces to a three-level parking structure containing
1,015 parking spaces. The modification also approved a utility yard and a temporary
waste facility, located at 15101 City of Hope, to support the out-patient cancer center.

On May 5, 2022, the Planning Commission approved a fifth master plan modification
(File No. 00859909-PMPC) on the project site to allow for the construction and
operation of a 164,158-square-foot in-patient hospital located adjacent to Building 5
(City of Hope out-patient medical office).

On March 20, 2024, a sixth master plan modification (File No. 00900534-PMPC) was
approved by staff to memorialize the administrative relief for a reduction in R&D parking
for Buildings 1 and 7 on the project site, pursuant to the original approval and City
Council Resolution 14-94.

This seventh modification will make the existing temporary trash compactor yard
permanent by removing an existing 10-foot-tall chain link fence enclosure and replacing
it with a 12-foot to 15-foot concrete masonry unit (CMU) wall enclosure with a vehicle
access gate incorporating it into the existing service yard. The footprint of the waste
facility yard will match the approval granted under Master Plan Modification 00836468-
PMPC. The proposed yard will permanently reduce the amount of surface parking
provided in Parking Lot 13 by six parking spaces (from 54 to 48). Despite the reduction
of six parking spaces, the project site still exceeds the total parking requirement of
3,835 parking spaces by providing 4,240 parking spaces for a total surplus of 400
parking spaces.

Section 2-19-2 of the Irvine Zoning Ordinance contains criteria to determine when a
proposed modification is classified a “major modification.” A major modification must be
reviewed by the original approving authority at a public hearing. However, where none
of the criteria are met, the application is a “minor modification” and reviewed by the
Director of Community Development.

Based on the application submittal, staff has determined that the proposed modification
does not meet any of the five criteria to be classified as a major modification. The
project is, therefore, a minor modification for the following reasons:

1. Proposed addition, deletion, and/or relocation of approved structures and/or land
uses which would cause significant or potentially significant environmental impacts,
based on staff's analysis prepared in accordance with City policy.
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The proposed modification will make an existing temporary trash compactor yard
permanent by constructing a block wall enclosure and incorporating it into the
existing permanent service yard. The footprint of the permanent waste facility yard
will not be expanded beyond what was previously approved for the temporary yard
per Master Plan Modification 00836468-PMPC.

The original approved project was evaluated pursuant to the California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) and was found to be within the scope of the
project covered by an Addendum (Addendum No. 13) to the certified 2012 Second
Supplemental Environmental Impact Report (SSEIR). The conclusions of Addendum
No. 13 and the 2012 SSEIR remain valid for this minor modification. Therefore, the
proposed modification will not result in any new environmental impacts compared to
what was analyzed and approved for the City of Hope Master Plan.

The proposed modification will construct a wall to enclose an existing facility which
will continue to function as originally approved. The project is categorically exempt
from the requirements of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), under
CEQA Guidelines Section 15301, Class 1, Existing Facilities and will not cause
significant or potentially significant impacts upon the environment.

2. Proposed addition, deletion and/or relocation of approved structures and/or land
uses which would cause significant or potentially significant on-site and off-site traffic
impacts, based on staff's analysis of the transportation issues prepared in
accordance with City policy.

The proposed modification affects an existing temporary trash compactor waste
facility yard by constructing a permanent wall enclosure and does not affect the
existing site circulation. The trash compactor yard was previously reviewed under a
prior modification to the project site, and this modification does not change the
footprint or the intended use of the yard in any way. There will be no changes to the
development intensity of the project site as a result of this modification. Therefore,
the project will not cause significant or potentially significant on-site or off-site traffic
impacts.

3. The intent of the findings and conditions of approval for the approved project would
not be preserved.

The modification does not modify or otherwise alter the intended use of the site. The
permanent trash compactor waste facility yard maintains the same footprint and
function as the temporary yard that was approved with a prior modification.
Condition 6.19 is included for this approval to ensure the site continues to comply
with all conditions from previous entitlements. Therefore, the proposed modification
is consistent with the intent of the findings and conditions of approval from the
original approval.
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4.

Proposed addition, deletion, and/or relocation of structures would result in an impact
to, or introduction of, sensitive uses not previously considered within the site. This
includes, but is not limited to, uses not previously considered such as childcare
centers, schools, residences, and medical establishments.

The proposed modification will not result in an impact to, or introduction of sensitive
uses not previously considered with the original project approval. The modification
changes are limited to making the existing temporary utility yard permanent by
constructing a block wall enclosure. The modification does not alter the existing use
of the site or introduce any new uses to the project site. The project site was
originally approved as a business and medical campus and will continue to be used
as a business and medical campus. Since no new land uses or activities are
introduced by this modification, it will not result in an impact to existing, or
introduction of new, sensitive uses not previously considered.

Reconfiguration of the site plan resulting in: a) a significant reduction of landscaping;
or b) a significant change in parking.

The proposed modification will not have significant adverse impacts upon site
landscaping or parking at the project site. The proposed modification makes
permanent an existing service yard facility and memorializes the associated site
changes.

The modification results in the permanent removal of a parking lot landscape finger.
Site landscape coverage will total 27% which still exceeds the minimum site
landscaping requirement of 15% landscape coverage.

The proposed modification results in the loss of six surface parking spaces to
provide a total of 4,240 parking spaces onsite. Since 3,835 parking spaces are
required for the project site, the site maintains a surplus of 400 parking spaces.
Therefore, the modification does not result in significant changes, the project site will
continue to comply with applicable Zoning Ordinance requirements for landscape
and parking.

In addition to the criteria listed in Section 2-19-2 of the Zoning Ordinance, Section 2-19-
7 requires the following finding prior to granting a minor modification to an approved
development case:

1.

The modification does not alter or affect the intent of the findings and conditions of
the original project approval.

The proposed modification does not change approved land uses nor cause any
other significant change that would substantially alter the intent/purpose of the
original approval. This modified project must comply with all applicable conditions of
approval from original Master Plan 00604084-PMP and subsequent modifications
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(File Nos. 00649002-PMP, 00730820-PMP, 00800835-PMP, 00836468-PMPC,
00859909-PMPC, and 00900534-PMPC). Therefore, the proposed modification is
consistent with the intent of the findings and conditions of the original approval and
subsequent modification.

Based on the analysis of the information submitted with this application, it has been
determined that the findings can be made pursuant to Chapter 2-19 of the Zoning
Ordinance. Therefore, the request for Master Plan Modification 00957042-PMPC is
hereby approved. All conditions of approval associated with the original approval of
Master Plan 00604084-PMP, and subsequent modifications shall remain in full force
and effect.

This approval is subject to the following conditions of approval:

Standard Condition 6.1 DISCRETIONARY CASE CHARGES

The applicant is responsible for paying all charges related to the processing of this
discretionary case application within 30 days of the issuance of the final invoice or prior to
the issuance of building permits for this project, whichever occurs first. Failure to pay all
charges shall result in delays in the issuance of required permits or may result in the
revocation of the approval of this application.

Standard Condition 6.2 (as modified) LEGAL ACTION — HOLD HARMLESS

In the event of any third-party legal challenge to this master plan or its associated
environmental approvals (“Third-party Legal Challenge”), City shall have the right, but not
the obligation, to defend such Third-party Legal Challenge and Heritage Fields shall be
responsible for the legal expenses incurred by City in connection therewith. Heritage
Fields also shall have the right but not the obligation to defend any Third-party Legal
Challenge. If Heritage Fields defends any such Third-party Legal Challenge, so long as
Heritage Fields is not in default under the ARDA, City shall not allow any default or
judgment to be taken against it or compromise the defense of the action without Heritage
Field’s prior written approval. The Parties shall act jointly in filing motions, briefs, trial
statements, and other appropriate court documents, and in approving settlement of such
action. Nothing herein shall obligate the City or Heritage Fields to settle such Third-party
Legal Challenge on terms that would constitute an amendment or modification of the
ARDA, or which would materially impact the beneficial uses of that party’s property.

In the event City elects to defend the Third-Party Legal Challenge, Heritage Fields shall
indemnify and hold harmless City and its officials and employees from and against any
claims, losses or liabilities, including any award of attorneys’ fees against the City,
assessed or awarded against City by way of judgment, settlement or stipulation. If
Heritage Fields defends any such Third-party Legal Challenge, Heritage Fields shall
indemnify and hold harmless City and its officials and employees from and against any
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claims, losses or liabilities assessed or awarded, including any award of attorneys’ fees,
against City by way of judgment, settlement, or stipulation.

Condition 6.19 PREVIOUS CONDITIONS APPLY

All conditions of approval associated with the original subdivision (File Nos. 00604519-
PTP and 00604084-PMP) as set forth, respectively, in City Council Resolution Nos. 14-
93 and 14-94, Addendum No. 13 to the certified 2012 Second Supplemental
Environmental Impact Report (SSEIR) for the Planning Area 51 General Plan
Amendment and Zone Change (SCH No. 200210102) as well as subsequent
modifications (File Nos. 00649002-PMP, 00730820-PMP, 00800835-PMP, 00836468-
PMPC, 00859909-PMPC, and 00900534-PMPC) for Great Park Neighborhoods
Development District 3 shall remain in full force and effect for the project site.

Unless an appeal is filed prior to the expiration of the five-business-day appeal period,
ending at 5 p.m. on Tuesday, January 20, 2026, the approval granted by this letter shall
become effective Wednesday, January 21, 2026.

The stamped-approved plans for Minor Modification 00957042-PMPC are being
transmitted electronically along with this letter. Should you wish to obtain a hard copy of
the stamped-approved plans, please drop off a set of plans at the Planning Counter.
Please note that permits cannot be issued until all fees associated with this application
are paid in full.
