Subject: Approval of Minor Modification 00978555-PCPM to Conditional Use
Permit 00490549-PCPM for Crean Lutheran High School at 12500 Sand
Canyon Avenue in Planning Area 9 (Stonegate East)

Dear Ms. Shulman:

Community Development Department staff reviewed Minor Modification 00978555-
PCPM to relocate three existing modular classroom buildings and add three new
modular restroom buildings near the central portion of the Crean Lutheran High School
main campus located at 12500 San Canyon Avenue in Planning Area 9 (Stonegate
East). The project site is designated Medium-High Density Residential in the General
Plan Land Use Element and is zoned 2.4G Medium-High Residential.

On January 7, 2010, the Planning Commission adopted Resolution No. 10-2978
approving Conditional Use Permit 00490549-PCPM to allow a 1,200-student private
high school campus. The original approval consisted of a 43,250-square-foot
administrative and classroom building, a 54,000-square-foot gymnasium, an 1,800-
square-foot pool support building, 58,000 square feet of classroom buildings, a 57,000-
square-foot theater building, and a 192,000-square-foot four-story parking structure with
341 parking spaces. Since the original approval, the conditional use permit has been
modified three times, as follows:

e On October 20, 2016, the first modification (File No. 00620877-PCPU) was
approved by the Planning Commission to allow student parking at the school’'s
existing athletic field complex located at 6301 Portola Parkway (approved by the
Orange County Zoning Administrator November 8, 2012), and to add seven one-
story modular classroom buildings totaling approximately 26,170 square feet on
the southeast portion of the main campus. The modification also established a
master site plan outlining build-out options for future campus development.

e On August 21, 2020, the second modification (File No. 00817175-PCPM) was
administratively approved by the Community Development Director to add four
temporary modular classroom buildings totaling approximately 5,760 square feet
to the campus with an expiration date of August 29, 2022.
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e On August 9, 2023, the third modification (00901643-PCPM) was approved by
the Zoning Administrator for a time extension for the temporary modular
classroom buildings setting a new expiration date of August 9, 2027.

This proposed fourth modification will relocate three of the existing modular classroom
buildings (Buildings E1, E3, and E5 depicted in Enclosure 1) from the southeast portion of
the main campus to a vacant area adjacent to the four temporary modular classroom
buildings (Buildings B1, B2, B3, and B4) near the primary entrance to the site from Sand
Canyon Avenue. Additionally, the proposal will add three new modular restroom
buildings; two will be located near the relocated modular classrooms (one building
assigned to teaching staff and the other assigned to students), and one placed in the
southeast portion of the main campus adjacent to the existing modular classroom
buildings (Buildings E2, E4, E6, and E7). Total onsite development would be 94,875
square feet, which is less than the originally approved maximum of 406,050 square feet.
Crean Lutheran expects the three relocated modular units to remain in place for
approximately five to 10 years, until funding for the campus buildout becomes available.

With the proposed modification, the site development, which serves approximately 1,150
students, will consist of:

a. Building A (existing): 43,250-square-foot administrative and classroom building;
b. Building S (existing) 19,000-square-foot “sprung structure,” that is used for interim
classroom space and an interim gymnasium;

7 (existing) individual classroom/modular buildings totaling 26,170 square feet;

4 (existing) temporary classroom/modular buildings totaling 5,760 square feet (to
be removed by August 9, 2027);

3 (proposed) modular restroom buildings totaling approximately 695 square feet;
Existing track and field facilities;

Existing 205-space parking lot at the main campus;

Existing 126-space parking lot at the athletic field complex, and

48% site landscaping (15% required).
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Section 2-19-2 of the Irvine Zoning Ordinance contains criteria to determine when a
proposed modification is classified a “major modification.” A major modification must be
reviewed by the original approving authority at a public hearing. However, where none
of the criteria are met, the application is a “minor modification” and reviewed by the
Director of Community Development.

Based on the submittal, the Director of Community Development determines that the
proposed modification does not meet any of the five criteria to be classified as a major
modification. Therefore, the project is a minor modification for the following reasons:

1. Proposed addition, deletion, and/or relocation of approved structures and/or land
uses which would cause significant or potentially significant environmental impacts,
based on staff's analysis prepared in accordance with City policy.
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The proposed modification will relocate existing modular classroom buildings and
provide three new modular restroom buildings within the existing boundaries of a
private high school campus, in an area that was previously disturbed and was
approved for development. The scope of this project does not physically expand the
development’s footprint beyond the existing parcel lines or into areas that have
remained undeveloped.

The project is categorically exempt from the requirements of the California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines per Section 15301, Class 1, Existing
Facilities, which applies to minor alterations to existing structures involving negligible
or no expansion of use.

Therefore, the scope of this modification will not result in significant or potentially
significant environmental impacts.

2. Proposed addition, deletion and/or relocation of approved structures and/or land
uses which would cause significant or potentially significant on-site and off-site traffic
impacts, based on staff's analysis of the transportation issues prepared in
accordance with City policy.

The proposed modification will relocate existing modular classroom buildings and
provide three new modular restroom buildings within the existing boundaries of a
private high school campus. With the proposed modification, the total development
on the project site will be 94,875 square feet, which is below the originally approved
maximum of 406,050 square feet. The existing modular classroom buildings could
remain in place through main campus build-out or could be removed, depending on
need and available funding. In either case, the enrollment cap of 1,200 students will
not change. The proposed modification does not affect student enroliment as the
maximum enrollment remains below 1,200 students. Community Development
Transportation Division staff reviewed the proposed modification and determined
that a traffic analysis is not needed for the project and that the project will not have
adverse impacts to on-site and off-site roadway networks.

3. The intent of the findings and conditions of approval for the approved project would
not be preserved.

The findings and conditions of approval for the original conditional use permit (File
No. 00490549-PCPU) will not be affected by the proposed modification because the
project does not result in a change of use, reduce parking below the applicable
standard, cause a significant loss of landscaping, or cause other significant changes
that would substantially alter the intent/purpose of the original approval. This project
is conditioned to comply with all applicable conditions of approval from original
conditional use permit and subsequent modifications. Therefore, the proposed
modification is consistent with the intent of the findings and conditions of the original
approval.
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4. Proposed addition, deletion, and/or relocation of structures would result in an impact

to, or introduction of sensitive uses not previously considered within the site. This
includes, but is not limited to, uses not previously considered such as childcare
centers, schools, residences, and medical establishments.

The project will not impact or introduce sensitive uses not previously considered
within the site because the site was originally approved for a private high school
campus and will continue to operate as such. Since no new land uses or activities
are introduced by this modification, it will not result in an impact to existing, or
introduction of new, sensitive uses not previously considered.

The proposed changes to the approved site plan will not result in a significant
reduction in landscaping or a significant change in parking.

This modification will not result in any significant change to the landscaping or
parking for the project site. The proposed modification will relocate existing modular
classroom buildings and provide three new modular restroom buildings within the
existing boundaries of a private high school. All classroom/modular buildings are
located beyond an existing landscape berm, screening them from Sand Canyon
Avenue and nearby residential uses. The area of relocation does not contain
required landscaping. Enrollment for the private high school is approximately 1,150
students, which is below the originally approved enroliment of 1,200 students, and is
not proposed to change as a result of this project. Parking for the expected student
enrollment will not exceed the parking requirements for a 1,200-student high school
and will continue to be provided on-site and at the off-site parking lot near the
school’s athletic fields. The project will continue to comply with all landscaping and
parking requirements from the original approval and subsequent modification(s).

Based on analysis of the information submitted with the application, staff determined
that the finding required pursuant to Zoning Ordinance Section 2-19-7.A to approve a
Minor Modification can be made as follows:

1.

The modification does not alter or affect the intent of the findings and conditions of
the original project approval.

The findings or conditions of approval for the original conditional use permit will not
be affected by the proposed modification because the proposed project does not
result in a change of use, reduce parking below the applicable standard, cause a net
loss of landscaping, or cause other significant changes that substantially alters the
intent/purpose of the original approval. This project is conditioned to comply with all
conditions of approval from the original conditional use permit and subsequent
modifications. Therefore, the proposed modification is consistent with the intent of
the findings and conditions of the original approval.
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This approval is subject to the following conditions of approval:
PRIOR TO THE ISSUANCE OF BUILDING PERMITS

Condition 3.30 ORANGE COUNTY FIRE AUTHORITY REVIEW

Prior to the issuance of building permit, the applicant shall submit the following to the
Orange County Fire Authority for review and approval:

A. Fire Master Plan (Service Code PR145);

B. Fire Sprinkler System Plan (Service Codes PR410-425), if applicable; and

C. Underground Piping Plan (Service Codes PR470-475).
MISCELLANEOUS

Standard Condition 6.1 DISCRETIONARY CASE CHARGES

The applicant is responsible for paying all charges related to the processing of this
discretionary case application within 30 days of the issuance of the final invoice or prior to
the issuance of building permits for this project, whichever occurs first. Failure to pay all
charges shall result in delays in the issuance of required permits or may result in the
revocation of the approval of this application.

Standard Condition 6.2 LEGAL ACTION - HOLD HARMLESS

In accordance with the provisions of Section 5-5-114 of the Irvine Municipal Code and
Government Code Section 66474.9, the applicant shall defend, indemnify, and hold
harmless the City of Irvine and its agents, officers, and employees from and against any
claim, action, or proceeding against the City agency or its agents, officers, or employees
to attack, set aside, void, or annul an approval by the City, including, without limitation, an
action by an advisory agency, appeal board, or legislative body concerning this
discretionary approval. This defense and indemnification shall include the payment of all
legal costs incurred on behalf of the City in connection with the application, and the
defense of any claim, action or proceeding challenging the approval. The City will
promptly notify the applicant of any claim, action, or proceeding and will cooperate fully in
the defense.

In the event a legal challenge to the discretionary approval is successful, and an award of
attorney fees is made to the challenger, the applicant shall be responsible to pay the full
amount of such an award.
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Condition 6.19 FIRE ALARM SYSTEM

Prior to the concealment of interior construction, the applicant shall submit a Fire Alarm
System Plan (Service Codes PR500-530) for review and approval by the Orange County
Fire Authority.

Condition 6.20 PREVIOUS CONDITIONS APPLY

All applicable conditions of approval associated with the original conditional use permit
(File No. 00490549-PCPU) and subsequent modifications for Crean Lutheran High
School shall remain in full force and effect.

Unless an appeal is filed prior to the five-business-day appeal period ending at 5 p.m.
on Friday, April 24, 2026, this approval shall become effective on Saturday, April 25,
2026.

The stamped-approved plans for Minor Modification 00978555-PCPM are being
transmitted electronically along with this letter.

Please note that permits cannot be issued until all fees associated with this application
are paid in full.

1. OCFA SITE INSPECTIONS ARE REQUIRED FOR THIS PROJECT PLEASE SCHEDULE ALL FIELD
INSPECTIONS AT LEAST 48 HOURS IN ADVANCE, INSPECTIONS CANCELED AFTER 1 P.RN. ON THE
DAY BEFORE THE SCHEDULED DATE WILL BE SUBJECT TO A RE-INSPECTION FEE, CALL OCFA
INSPECTION SCHEDULING AT (714) 573-6150.

2. A LUMBER DROP INSPECTION SHALL BE PERFORMED PRIOR TO BRINGING COMBUSTIBLE
MATERIALS (OR COMBUSTIBLE FIXTURES AND FINISHES FOR STRUCTURES OF NON-COMBUSTIBLE
CONSTRUCTION), ALL-WEATHER ACCESS ROADS CAPABLE OF SUPPORTING 68,000 LBS, TOPPED
WITH ASPHALT, CONCRETE, OR EQUIVALENT SHALL BE IN PLACE AND HYDRANTS OPERATIONAL AT
TIME OF LUMBER DROP INSPECTION.

3. FOR PROJECTS IN A WILDLAND INTERFACE AREA, A VEGETATION CLEARANCE INSPECTION IS
REQUIRED PRIOR TO A LUMBER DROP INSPECTION, USE THE FUEL MODIFICATION PLAN SERVICE
REQUEST NUMBER TO SCHEDULE THE VEGETATION CLEARANCE INSPECTION.

4. PHASED INSTALLATION OF FIRE ACCESS ROADS REQUIRES ADDITIONAL INSPECTIONS NOT COVEREL
BY THE FEES PAID AT PLAN SUBMITTAL, CONTACT INSPECTION SCHEDULING TO ARRANGE FOR
ADDITIONAL INSPECTIONS THAT MAY BE NEEDED AND ANY FEES THAT MAY BE DUE.

5. AN ORIGINAL APPROVED, SIGNED, WET—STAMPED OCFA FIRE MASTER PLAN SHALL BE AVAILABLE
ON-SITE AT TIME OF INSPECTION.

6. ACCESS ROADS AND HYDRANTS SHALL BE MAINTAINED AND REMAIN CLEAR OF OBSTRUCTIONS AT
ALL TIMES DURING AND AFTER CONSTRUCTION, AREAS WHERE PARKING IS NOT PERMITTED SHALL
BE CLEARLY IDENTIFIED AT ALL TIMES.

7. TEMPORARY FUEL TANKS OF 60 OR MORE GALLONS SHALL BE REVIEWED, INSPECTED, AND

FLOW-LINE FOR FIRE LANES WITH MODIFIED CURB DESIGNS (E.Q. ROLLED, RAMPED, ETC).

12. THE DEVELOPER IS RESPONSIBLE TO VERIFY THAT ALL APPROVED PUBLIC WORKS OR GRADING
DEPARTMENT STREET IMPROVEMENT PLANS OR PRECISE GRADING PLANS CONFORM TO THE
MINIMUM STREET WIDTH MEASUREMENTS PER THE APPROVED OCFA FIRE MASTER PLAN AND
STANDARDS IDENTIFIED IN OCFA GUIDELINE B-09 FOR ALL PORTIONS OF THE FIRE ACCESS
ROADS.

13. FIRE LANE SIGNS AND RED CURBS SHALL MEET THE SPECIFICATIONS SHOWN IN OCFA GUIDELINE
B-09 AND SHALL BE INSTALLED AS DESCRIBED THEREIN, ADDITIONAL FIRE LANE MARKINGS MAY
